Forename NAME*


Abstract. An abstract (about 9-12 lines, non technical) is to be included after the title. Text of the abstract has to be single spaced. The word Abstract is in bold face and with indentation about 0.7 cm.


Keywords. Keywords (1-3 lines). Text of the keywords has to be single spaced. Keywords separated with commas. The word Keywords is in bold face and with indentation about 0.7 cm.


1 Format of the text, letter size, etc.


The paper must be written in English and submitted as a PostScript file, not later than June 30, 1998 to Adam Czajka at aczajka@man.poznan.pl.


Papers should be no longer than 8 pages. The page format and style is submitted in this file. The text should be written in the ‘times new roman’ style of MS WORD or in ‘roman style’ in case of LaTeX. The text must be 1,12 pt spaced and the normal letter size must be 10 pt.

2 Sections and subsection


2.1 Title, Authors’ names and affiliation


The paper title must be centred. Use capital letters in bold face (letter size should be 14 pt). Authors’ names should be also centred; forenames in small and names in capital letters. Affiliation of the authors should be put in a footnote on the first page.





2.2 Section numbering and headings


Section numbering is 1, 2, … For subsection use 2.1, 2.2, …, 2.1.1, 2.1.2. Do not use deeper hierarchy. Section and subsection headings should be typed in bold letters (16 pt., 14 pt. and 13 pt., respectively) with 1.2 cm space above and below each heading. The only exceptions are the section headings where the free space above them is 1.8 cm.


2.2.1 Paragraphs


Please, use indentation at the beginning of each paragraph.


3 Equations, figures, tables


	Equations should be centred. If you need to number equations, please number them at the right-hand margin by enclosing the numbers in parentheses, e.g.:

Figures and tables must be included at appropriate places in the text and must be legible. Examples for the legends are: Fig.3. Plot of …, Tab.1. Data of … (use arabic numerals). Figures and tables have to be centred at the page. Please leave enough space between the text and the figure (at least one free line).


If you are pasting figures in the text (i.e. they are not in the electronic form), you are asked to add the originals to hard copies of your paper.


4 Citations, references


All citations in the text must be indicated as arabic numerals in square brackets, e.g. [1].


The list of references at the end of the paper must be made in an alphabetical order. References should be written in English (the language of original should be indicated in brackets after the title, if it is not English) in the following style.

Please leave few free lines below the last reference. The Publisher will put there information about the date of submission of your paper.


5 Page numbering


When the manuscript is complete, please number each page sequentially from 1, using a light blue pencil, at the back side of each page. Final page numbering will be inserted by the Publisher. Avoid cross-references by page numbers.
